EchoMac did not immediately run for me after installation,
and it was because my Apple Airport router does not
support port triggering. So, if your EchoMac installation
isn’t running, you may need to manually configure your
system to forward to your Mac's IP address.

This document is a combination of the work Steve,
VA3SPH, provided, and my update to include Snow
Leopard screenshots.

In your Utilities folder, run AirPort Utility, whose opening
screen looks like this.
